Is Your Drinking Water Safe? 

 People often take it for granted that the water coming out of their tap is safe for drinking. There 

are a number of potentially harmful substances that may be present such as bacteria, nitrates, 

iron, manganese and others. Some of the substances can affect your health and others cause 

unwanted stains and odors.   

Who Should Attend? 

Plan on attending the seminar if you want to get your water tested through this program.  Home-

owners or business owners will learn how to determine if their water is safe to drink and find out 

treatment options for their water.  (This program will not address natural gas wells and their im-

pact on private well water.) 

Optional water testing will be provided by Prosser Labs for a fee in conjunction with this program 

only. Water bottles will be available at the Safe Drinking Water Program for the following set of 

tests: 

Test 1: Coliform bacteria                                                                                                                                   $18.00 

Test 2: Coliform bacteria,  nitrates, total dissolved solids, pH                                               $46.00 

Test 3: Coliform bacteria, nitrates, total dissolved solids, pH, sulfates, lead, copper        $76.00                  

Test 4: Hardness, iron, manganese                                                                                       $35.00
