e After you and your child read together, talk
about what you have read. To get you started,
below are some discussion questions based on
the first book in the Harry Potter series: Harry
Potter and the Sorcerer’s Stone. Until your
child gets into the activity, you may want to
start the discussion off by answering the ques-
tions first.

e Which house at Hogwarts School of Witch-
craft and Wizardry would the Sorting Hat as-
sign you to? Why?

e Ifyou had a wizard's fortune like Harry, what
wizard things would you buy with it?

e Professor McGonagall can transfigure herself
into a cat; what animal would you change into
if you could? Why?
